The following topics explain how best to use
this guide to get the most out of your phone.

Before using your phone

Read the Quick Start Guide that is located on your phone within Settings thoroughly for proper
usage.

Accessible services may be limited by subscription contract conditions.

Descriptions in the user guide

Note that most descriptions in this guide are based on your phone's setup at the time of
purchase. Unless otherwise noted, instructions begin from the phone's home screen, which is

displayed by pressing the Home button.. Some operation descriptions may be simplified.

Screenshots and key labels

Screenshots and other illustrations in this user guide may appear differently on your phone.
Key labels in the user guide are simplified for description purposes and differ from your phone's
display.

Other notations

In the user guide, the phone may be referred to either as "phone," "device," or "handset." A
microSD™ or microSDHC™ card is referred to as an "SD card" or a "memory card."



Set up your phone

The following topics give you all the information you need to set up your phone and wireless
service the first time.

Front camera

Take pictures and record videos while facing the screen and
conduct video conference.

Receiver Hear the caller and automated prompts.

Touchscreen Display all the information needed to operate your phone,
such as the call status, the Contacts list, and the date and
time. It also provides one-tap access to all of your features
and applications.

Power key Press to turn the screen on or off.

Press and hold to switch the phone on or off, to restart it.

Charger/Accessory jack Connect the USB cable (included) for charging or connect

other accessories.

Volume keys

Adjust the volume for ringtones, media, notifications, and
system sounds.

Headset jack Plug in either an optional stereo headset or an optional
headset for convenient, hands-free conversations.
Microphone Used for transmitting your voice electronically for a call, voice

recording, or video recording.

CAUTION! Inserting an accessory into the incorrect jack may damage the phone.

Battery use

The following topics explain how to insert and remove your phone’s battery.

Battery cautions

Storage: Avoid storing or leaving battery with no charge remaining. Saved information and
settings may become lost or changed, or battery may become unusable. Charge once
every six months before storing or leaving unused for a long period.

Bulges: Depending on use, bulges may appear near end of battery life. This does not affect

safety.

Replacing battery: The battery is a consumable item. It needs to be replaced if operating
time shortens noticeably. Purchase a new battery.

Cleaning: Clean soiled terminals between battery and phone with a clean, dry cotton swab.

Soiled terminals can result in a poor connection and prevent charging, etc.

Insert the battery

Follow these instructions to insert your phone’s battery safely and properly.

1. Remove the battery cover.




Lift gently in the direction shown.

2. Insert the battery.

Align the contacts of the battery with the contacts in the phone and gently press the battery
down into place.

3. Attach the battery cover.

Make sure that all the tabs are secure and there are no gaps around the cover.

Remove the battery
Follow these instructions to remove your phone’s battery. Always power the phone off before
removing the battery.

1. Remove the battery cover.



Lift upward gently as shown.

Charge the battery

Follow these instructions to charge your phone’s battery using either the included AC adapter
or via a USB connection on your computer.

Charge using the AC adapter

1. Plug the USB connector into the charger/accessory jack on the bottom of your phone.

2. Plug the other end of the USB cable into the AC adapter.

3. Plug the AC adapter into an electrical outlet.

The indicator light illuminates red when charging starts. The light turns to green when the
battery is fully charged. Fully charging a battery may take up to 3.5 hours.



4. After charging, disconnect the phone from the charger.

Unplug the AC adapter from the outlet and remove the USB cable from the phone and the
AC adapter.

Charge using a PC connection

Before using a PC connection to charge your phone, ensure that the computer is turned on.
Depending on the type of connection, your phone’s battery may not charge.

1. Insert the small end of the USB cord into the charger/accessory jack on the bottom of your
phone.

2. Insert the large end of the USB cord into an external USB port on your computer.

3. After charging, remove the USB cable from both the phone and the computer.

SIM card

The SIM card is an IC card containing phone number and other customer information. Your
phone’s SIM card is preinstalled and should only be accessed if directed by a customer service
representative.

SD card

Your phone supports the use of an optional SD card (not included) to expand its storage
capacity. It supports cards up to 64 GB. Some cards may not operate properly with your phone.

SD card cautions

Data: Information stored on an SD card can become lost or changed accidentally or as a
result of damage. It is recommended that you keep a separate copy of important data. Wiko
is not responsible for damages from data that is lost or changed.

Reading/Writing data: Never power off or remove the battery while reading or writing data.
Battery level: A low battery charge may prevent reading/writing to an SD card.

Handling SD card: Use/store SD cards away from the reach of infants, otherwise it may
cause choking if swallowed.

Insert an SD card
Follow these steps to insert an optional SD card (not included).

1. Remove the battery cover.

2. Insert SD card.

Insert SD card all the way gently without bending and with terminals facing down.

3. Insert the battery and attach the battery cover (see Insert the battery).

Unmount an SD card

Always unmount an SD card before removing it from your phone to avoid corrupting or
damaging the files in the storage card.

1. From home, swipe up to access Apps, and tap Settings@.

2. Tap Storage > =

Your SD card is now safely ejected. To use this SD card again, you will need to mount it first by
the following steps:

1. From home, swipe up to access Apps and tap Settings@.

2. Tap Storage > SD card.



3. Tap MOUNT on the prompted screen.

Remove an SD card
Follow these instructions to remove an SD card.

1. Remove the battery cover (see Remove the battery cover).

2. Remove SD card.

3. Attach the battery cover (see Attach the battery cover).

Format an SD card

When you insert an optional SD card for the first time, it is recommended that you format it on
your phone. When formatting an SD card, you should back up your music and photo files that
are stored on the card as formatting the SD card deletes all the stored data.

1. From home, swipe up to access Apps and tap Settings@.
2. Tap Storage > SD card.

Turn your phone on and off

The instructions below explain how to turn your phone on and off.

Turn your phone on

Press and hold the Power key until the device turns on.

Turn your phone off

1. Press and hold the Power key.

2. Tap Power off.

Use the touchscreen

Your phone’s touchscreen lets you control actions through a variety of touch gestures.

Tap or touch

When you want to type using the onscreen keyboard, select items onscreen such as
application and settings icons, or press onscreen buttons, simply tap or touch them with your
finger.

Touch and hold

To open the available options for an item (for example, a contact or link in a Web page), touch
and hold the item.
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Swipe or slide

To swipe or slide means to quickly drag your finger vertically or horizontally across the screen.

Drag

To drag, press and hold your finger with some pressure before you start to move your finger.
While dragging, do not release your finger until you have reached the target position.

Flick

Flicking the screen is similar to swiping, except that you need to swipe your finger in light, quick
strokes. This finger gesture is always in a vertical direction, such as when flicking the contacts
or message list.

Rotate

For most screens, you can automatically change the screen orientation from portrait to
landscape by turning the phone sideways. When entering text, you can turn the phone
sideways to bring up a bigger keyboard. See Touchscreen keyboards for more details.

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Note: To activate auto-rotate mode, swipe up from Home screen to access Apps, and tap
Settings@ > Display > Auto-rotate screen, and slide the switch to the On ¢ position.

You can also activate it by dragging down status bar and tap Auto-rotate

Pinch and spread

“Pinch” the screen using your thumb and forefinger to zoom out or “spread” the screen to zoom
in when viewing a picture or a Web page. (Move fingers inward to zoom out and outward to
zoom in.)

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Activation and service

Before using your phone, you must set up your service.

1. Press and hold the Power button to turn your phone on. Allow hands-free activation to
connect the phone to the network and then allow the phone to check for any updates. The
phone will then power off.

2. After the phone turns back on, the device may ask you to complete a few setup screens to
customize your phone. You may need to skip the setup screens and complete step 3 first.

3. From Home screen, tap Phone %4 and Dialer pad @ Dial 611, tap Call o and then
follow the recorded directions.

Complete the setup screens

Once your service has been activated, you will need to run Setup. The Setup Wizard will
appear to guide you through the basic settings on your device.

Select a default language you want to use, connect to Wi-Fi (if to available), enter your name to

personalize some apps, set screen lock method, sign in to your Google™ Account, select
location services, and more.

Follow the remaining instructions to finish your phone setup.

Turn screen rotation on or off

1. Drag the status bar down. Tap Auto-rotation ~ to turn the option on or off.

2. You can also set the rotation option from the Settings menu.

From home, swipe up to access Apps, tap Settings@, and tap Display > Auto-rotate
screen, and slide the switch to the On @ or Off position to activate or deactivate it.

Capture screenshots

To capture a screenshot, you can follow either of the following two ways:

* Press and hold the Power key and Volume down key at the same time to capture a
screenshot of the current screen.

» Touch and hold the Power key from the screen you want to capture a screenshot, and tap
Screenshot.

The screenshots you've taken will be stored in the Screenshots album in the phone’s Photos

app. From home, swipe up to access Apps, and tap Photos. '

Switch between recently opened apps
You can easily switch between the apps you've recently opened.

Tap Recent Apps button™ to see your recently-opened apps.

1. To locate an app, swipe right or left through the cards to find the app and tap it.
2. Toremove an app, slide it up.

3. Toremove all of the apps, slide the screen to the left side and tap CLEAR ALL.

You can tap Recent Apps button ® twice to quickly switch between two most recently used
apps.

Control app permissions

The first time you open an app, you'll be asked to grant permission to access certain data or
features. This makes sure that you have full control of which apps have authorized access.

If you don’t want to grant access for one app, you can choose Deny. If you choose Deny in a
trusted app, you may not be able to use the app or access all the functions. To modify
permission settings, you can follow the below steps:

1. From home, swipe up to access Apps, and tap Settings@.

2. Tap Apps & notifications > Permissions manager.

3. Tap the app you want to modify permissions, and select the switch to Allow ® or Deny O
position to adjust the permission settings.

4. You can also access permission settings by touching and hold the app on Home screen or
Apps screen, tap to access App info screen, and tap Permissions.

Set default apps

You can choose default apps for web browsing, text messaging, and more.

1. From home, swipe up to access Apps, and tap Settings@.

2. Tap Apps & notifications > Default apps.

3. Choose your default web browser, phone, messages, and more.

Set up app links

When you tap a link, there may be more than one app that can open it, and you'll need to
choose the app you want to use on the prompted screen. You can also tap Always on the
prompt screen to set that app as the default to use.

You can also set different apps as default one to open the link by Settings menu.

From home, swipe up to access Apps, and tap Settings@.
Tap Apps & notifications > Default apps > Opening links.
Tap the app you want to set and tap Open supported links.

Disable an app

You can disable some default apps which can’t be uninstalled to avoid them running in the
background and downloading data.

1. From home, swipe up to access Apps, and tap Settings@.

2. Tap Apps & notifications.

3. Tap the app you want to disable to access App info screen.

Phone number

Follow the instructions below to display your phone’s wireless phone number.
1. From home, swipe up to access Apps, and tap Settings@.
2. Tap About phone.

3. You will see the phone number listed under Phone number.

Airplane mode

Airplane mode turns off all functions that emit or receive signals while leaving your phone on so
you can use apps that don’t require a signal or data.

To turn on airplane mode
1. From home, swipe up to access Apps, and tap Settings@.

2. Tap Network & Internet > Airplane mode.

3. Slide the switch to the On @ position to activate the airplane mode.

You will see the airplane mode icon + on the status bar.

To turn off airplane mode

1. From home, swipe up to access Apps, and tap Settings@.

2. Tap Network & Internet > Airplane mode.

3. Slide the switch to the Off “ position to deactivate the airplane mode.
Your phone’s wireless connection features are now restored.

Tip: You can also access airplane mode through the status bar menu. Drag the status bar down

twice to access Quick Settings Panel and tap Airplane mode +to have it enabled or disabled.

Note: Airplane mode may not be displayed on the first screen of the Quick Settings Panel, you
need to slide to the right to the next screen to locate it.

Enter text

You can type on your phone using one of the available touchscreen keyboards or Google voice
typing.

Touchscreen keyboards

Your phone offers you a choice of Google touchscreen keyboards for entering text. The
keyboard appears automatically onscreen when you tap a text entry field, and they can be used
in either portrait or landscape mode. You can also use the Google Voice typing option to enter
text using your voice (see Google voice typing for details).

Note: Keyboard layouts and options may change depending on where you’re using them. For
example, if you're entering text to do a Web search, a search icon may be available instead of
an enter key.
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Google keyboard

The Google keyboard offers a traditional QWERTY keyboard setup for entering text by tapping
keys (like on a computer), along with enhancements and options that allow you to enter text
faster and more accurately, such as continuous key input, personalized usage dictionaries, and
more.
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Use Google keyboard

1. From home, swipe up to access Apps, and tap Settings@.

2. Tap System > Languages & input > Virtual keyboard > Gboard.

Google voice typing

Google voice typing uses Google voice recognition to convert speech to text.
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Tips for editing text

Your phone gives you many options to make entering text easier, including copying, cutting,

and pasting text, using voice-to-text input, customizing the user dictionary, using predictive text,

and more.
To edit text you have already entered:
1. Touch and hold or double-tap within the text you would like to edit.

2. Drag the tabs to change the highlighted selection.

3. The following options will appear: Cut, Copy, Paste, Share and Select all, (only after the

Copy action).
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To insert new text:

1. Touch where you want to type, or touch and hold a blank space, the cursor will blink and the
tabs will show. Drag the tab to move the cursor.

2. If you have selected any text, tap the tab to show Paste which allows you to paste any text
you have previously copied.

Google Account

You will need a Google Account to access several phone features such as Gmail, Google
Maps, Duo, and the Google Play applications. Before you are able to access Google
applications, you must enter your account information. These applications sync between your
phone and your online Google Account.

Google Account cautions

Be sure not to forget your Google Account ID or password.

Create a Google Account
If you do not already have a Google Account, you can create one online or using your phone.

Note: You can also create and sign into your Google/Gmail account through your phone’s
Settings application.

Create a Google Account online

1. From a computer, launch a Web browser and navigate to google.com.
2. On the main page, click Sign-in > Create an account.
3. Follow the onscreen prompts to create your free account.

4. Look for an email from Google in the email box you provided and respond to the email to
confirm and activate your new account.
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Create a Google Account using your phone

1. From home, swipe up to access Apps, and tap Settings@.
2. Tap Accounts > Add account.

3. Tap Google and then tap or create a new account.
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4. Follow the prompts to set up your account. Tap Next to proceed between steps, which may
include:

» Enter your First name and Last name.
* Enter a desired Username.
* Enter and reenter a password.

» Create a security question and answer, enter a secondary email address to help you
recover your password if you ever lose it.

» On the Finish account screen, select your Web history and additional Google Play
options.

» Enter the letters from the Authenticating screen.

+ After your phone connects with the Google servers, select the items you would like to
sync with your phone and then tap Sync now.

5. Tap Finish setup.

Note: When setting up a new Google Account, either on your phone or online, you will be
prompted to add a secondary email address. Enter a second Gmail address or any other email
address from which you currently send and receive email. This address is used to authenticate
your account should you ever encounter problems or forget your password. It is strongly
encouraged for Android users so you can regain access to Google services and purchases on
your phone.
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Sign in to your Google Account

If you have a Google Account but have not yet signed in with your phone, follow these
instructions to sign in to your Google Account.

1. From home, swipe up to access Apps, and tap Settings@.

2. Tap Accounts > Add account.
3. Tap Google, and then tap Enter your email.
4. Enter your Gmail address and password, and then tap Next.
5. After your phone connects with the Google servers, select the items you would like to sync
with your phone and then tap Sync now.
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6. Tap Finish setup.

Google Play Store

Google Play™ is the place to go to find new Android apps, books, movies, and music for your

phone. Choose from a wide variety of free and paid content ranging from productivity apps and
games to bestselling books and blockbuster movies and music. When you find what you want,
you can easily download and install it on your phone.

To access the Google Play store app, you must first connect to the Internet using your phone’s
Wi-Fi or mobile data connection and sign in to your Google Account. See Sign in to your
Google account for details.

Installing applications

Many different kinds of applications can be installed on your phone from Google Play
(provided by Google Inc.). Wiko is not responsible in any way for user-installed applications
(quality, reliability, legality, fitness for a purpose, credibility, accuracy, etc.) or resulting
malfunctions (viruses, etc.).
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Important: Our policies often do not apply to third-party applications. Third-party applications
may access your personal information or require us to disclose your customer information to
the third-party application provider. To find out how a third-party application will collect, access,
use, or disclose your personal information, check the application provider’s policies, which can
usually be found on their website. If you aren’t comfortable with the third-party application’s
policies, don’t use the application.

Find and install an app

When you install apps from Google Play app and use them on your phone, they may require
access to your personal information (such as your location, contact data, and more) or access
to certain functions or settings of your phone. Download and install only apps that you trust.

1. From home, swipe up to access Apps, and tap Play Store > .

2. When you open the Google Play store app for the first time, the Terms of Service window
will appear. Tap Accept to continue.

3. Browse through the categories (Apps, Games, Movies & TV, Music, Books, or
Newsstand), find an item you're interested in, and tap the name.

» Browse through featured apps. Scroll through the list of featured apps when you open
Google Play.
» Search for an app. Tap in the search bar at the top of the Google Play home screen,

enter the name or type of app you’re looking for, and then tap e

on the keyboard.
4. Tap an app to read a description about the app and user reviews.
5. Tap Install (for free applications) or the price (for paid applications).

Note: If you have not already done so, you will need to set up a payment method to purchase
paid apps from Google Play.
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6. The subsequent screen notifies you whether the app will require access to your personal
information or access to certain functions or settings of your phone. If you agree to the
conditions, tap ACCEPT (for free apps) or ACCEPT and then BUY (for paid apps) to begin
downloading and installing the app.

* If you have not already set up a payment method, tap CONTINUE and then follow the
prompts to arrange payment and complete the purchase.

The selected app is downloaded and installed on your phone.

Warning: Read the notification carefully! Be especially cautious with applications that have
access to many functions or a significant amount of your data. Once you tap OK on this screen,
you are responsible for the results of using this item on your phone.

Request a refund for a paid app

If you are not satisfied with an app, you can ask for a refund within 15 minutes of the purchase.
Your credit card is not charged and the app is uninstalled from your phone.

If you change your mind, you can install the app again, but you can’t request a refund a second
time.

1. From home, swipe up to access Apps, and tap Play Store ~

2. Tap Menu == > My apps & games.
3. Tap the app to uninstall for a refund. The details screen for the app opens.

4. Tap Refund, and then tap Yes to confirm. Your app is uninstalled and the charge is
canceled.

Enhanced 9-1-1 (E 9-1-1) information

This phone features an embedded Global Positioning System (GPS) chip necessary for utilizing
E 9-1-1 emergency location services where available.

When you place an emergency 9-1-1 call, the GPS feature of your phone seeks information to
calculate your approximate location. Depending on several variables, including availability and
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access to satellite signals, it may take up to 30 seconds or more to determine and report your
approximate location.

Important: Always report your location to the 9-1-1 operator when placing an emergency call.
Some designated emergency call takers, known as Public Safety Answering Points (PSAPSs),
may not be equipped to receive GPS location information from your phone.

Answer phone calls

The following information lets you know how to answer incoming calls, mute the ringer on
incoming calls, reject incoming calls, and more.

When you receive a phone call from a contact, the Incoming call screen appears and displays
the caller ID icon, name, and phone number of the calling party. When you receive a phone call
from someone who is not stored in People, only the default caller ID icon and phone number
appear on the Incoming call screen.

Wi-Fi

Wi-Fi provides wireless Internet access over distances of up to 300 feet. To use your phone’s
Wi-Fi, you need access to a wireless access point or “hotspot.”

The availability and range of the Wi-Fi signal depends on several factors, including
infrastructure and other objects through which the signal passes.

Turn Wi-Fi on and connect to a wireless network

Use the wireless and Network setting menu to enable your phone’s Wi-Fi radio and connect to
an available Wi-Fi network.

Bluetooth

Bluetooth is a short-range communications technology that allows you to connect wirelessly to
a number of Bluetooth devices, such as headsets and hands-free car kits, and Bluetooth-
enabled handhelds, computers, printers, and wireless phones. The Bluetooth communication
range is usually approximately 30 feet.

Bluetooth hints

Question: Can’t use Bluetooth?



Answer: Is your phone in airplane mode? Bluetooth is unavailable in airplane mode.

Bluetooth function cautions

Information may not appear correctly on connected devices depending on the transferred data.

Bluetooth information

Bluetooth is a technology that enables wireless connection with PCs, Bluetooth devices with
handsfree features, etc.

Function Description
Audio output Wirelessly listen to music, podcasts, etc.
Hands-free calls Call hands-free, using Bluetooth-capable hands-free devices and
headsets.
Data exchange Exchange data with Bluetooth devices.

Enable the Bluetooth feature
Use the settings menu to enable or disable your phone’s Bluetooth capabilities.

Wireless connection to all Bluetooth functions is not guaranteed for the phone.
The phone may not connect properly depending on the other device.

Noise may be experienced with wireless calls and hands-free calls depending on the
conditions.

To enable Bluetooth:

From home, swipe up to access Apps, and tap Settings@.

Tap Connected devices > Connection preferences > Bluetooth.
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3. Slide the Bluetooth switch to the On ® position.

« To disable Bluetooth, slide the Bluetooth switch to the Off =~ position.
Tip: You can also turn Bluetooth on or off with the toggle menu in the notification panel. Drag
the status bar down to display the Notification panel and then tap Bluetooth 3 to turn it on.

Note: Turn off Bluetooth when not in use to conserve battery power, or in places where using a
wireless phone is prohibited, such as aboard an aircraft and in hospitals.

Pair Bluetooth devices

Search for and pair nearby Bluetooth devices. Registered Bluetooth devices can be connected
simply. Enable the Bluetooth function on the Bluetooth devices being paired beforehand.

To pair Bluetooth devices

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* Nearby devices appear in the “Available devices” list.
« If a target device is not detected, tap Refresh to search again.

Note: Due to different specifications and features of other Bluetooth-compatible devices,
display and operations may be different, and functions such as transfer or exchange may not
be possible with all Bluetooth-compatible devices.

Send information using Bluetooth

You can use Bluetooth to transfer information between your phone and another Bluetooth-
enabled device such as a phone or notebook computer.

Types of data you can send via Bluetooth

You can send the following types of information, depending on the device you are sending to:
* Images and videos

» Calendar events

+ Contacts

* Audio files

In the instructions below, Contacts data is being used as an example.
Sending contacts data via Bluetooth

View pictures and video using Photos

Using the Photos application, you can view pictures and watch videos that you’ve taken with
your phone’s camera, downloaded, or copied onto your storage card or phone memory. You
can also take a look at your pictures and your friends’ pictures that are on your social
networks.

For pictures that are on your storage card or phone memory, you can do basic editing such as
rotating and cropping. You can also easily assign a picture as your contact picture or wallpaper

and share pictures with your friends.

View pictures and videos
You can access and view all your stored pictures and videos from your phone’s Gallery.

Check here first

Question: Phone freezes/operation is unstable.

Answer: Turn the phone on again. If you are unable to turn the phone off, remove and
replace the Battery, and then turn the phone on again. Data that was being edited is
erased after your phone is powered on again.

Question: Operation is unstable after a new application was installed.

Answer: The newly installed application may be the cause. Uninstall the application in
Safe mode. See_Uninstall an App. To turn the phone on in Safe mode:

* Press and hold the Power key > touch and hold Power off, read the disclaimer for safe
mode, and then tap OK.

o0 After turning the phone on in Safe mode, "Safe Mode" appears at the lower left.
o After restarting in Safe mode, your phone can be powered on as usual.

0 Before turning the phone on in Safe mode, it is recommended that you back up
important data.

0 By powering the phone on in Safe mode, added widgets may be deleted.
Question: Cannot use phone, mail, or Internet.
Answer 1: Check to see if your signal is weak or you are out of the service area.
Answer 2: Power the phone on again.

Answer 3: Is the phone in Airplane mode? Check if the Airplane mode is switched off:

* From home, swipe up to access Apps, and tap Settings@ > Network & Internet >
Airplane mode.

Answer 4: |s data communication disabled? To check that data communication is enabled:

* From home, swipe up to access Apps, and tap Settings@ > Network & Internet >
Mobile network.

Question: Battery level goes down quickly.



Answer: Are you where signal is weak or have been out of service area for a long period?
Calling where signal is weak or being out of service area uses a lot of Battery.

Question: Cannot install applications.

Answer: Applications cannot be installed with only a little free space on the phone or SD
card. To check free space, see_Storage settings. Applications not supported by your phone
cannot be installed.

Question: Cannot unlock screen.

Answer: Power the phone on again. If you are unable to turn the phone off, remove and
replace the Battery, and then power the phone on again. Data that was being edited is
erased after the phone is powered on again.

WHAT IS HEARING AID COMPATIBILITY?

The Federal Communications Commission has implemented rules and a rating system
designed to enable people who wear hearing aids to more effectively use these wireless
telecommunications devices. The standard for compatibility of digital wireless phones with
hearing aids is set forth in American National Standard Institute (ANSI) standard C63.19.
There are two sets of ANSI standards with ratings from one to four (four being the best rating):
an “M” rating for reduced interference making it easier to hear conversations on the phone
when using the hearing aid microphone, and a “T” rating that enables the phone to be used
with hearing aids operating in the tele-coil mode thus reducing unwanted background noise.



HOW WILL | KNOW WHICH WIRELESS PHONES ARE HEARING AID

The Hearing Aid Compatibility rating is displayed on the wireless phone box. A phone is
considered Hearing Aid Compatible for acoustic coupling (microphone mode) if it has an “M3”
or “M4” rating. A digital wireless phone is considered Hearing Aid Compatible for inductive
coupling (tele-coil mode) if it has a “T3” or “T4” rating.

HOW WILL I KNOW IF MY HEARING AID WILL WORK WITH A
PARTICULAR DIGITAL WIRELESS PHONE?

You'll want to try a number of wireless phones so that you can decide which works the best
with your hearing aids.

You may also want to talk with your hearing aid professional about the extent to which your
hearing aids are immune to interference, if they have wireless phone shielding, and whether
your hearing aid has a HAC rating.
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
